
Instructions: when you walk from DFW airport to Hyatt Regency DFW  

 

 
Hyatt Regency is connected to Terminal C.  

 

 

Short instructions (terminal C ï parking lot ï bridge ï parking lot ï Hyatt Regency) 

1. Starting from Terminal C, between Entry C19 and C21.  

2. Cross the street from Terminal C to the parking lot. Follow the óWalkway to additional 

parkingô sign.  

3. On the opposite side of the parking lot, youôll climb stairs to get to the bridge.  

4. After the bridge, youôll enter another parking lot. Now youôll start seeing óHyatt Regencyô 

signs. Walk across the parking lot and go to level 3 using the stairs (level 4 to level 3).  

5. Walk out from the parking lot staircase, and youôll see Hyatt Regency DFW.  

 

Note:  

¶ The walking path includes walking outside of temperature-controlled buildings.  

¶ The walking path includes climbing stairs.  

  



Detailed instructions:  

 

1. If your flight arrives at terminal A, B, D, or E, take Skylink and get off at Terminal C21-40. 

Skylink connects between gates inside security. Then, leave the boarding area by following 

óExit to Departure.ô When exiting, youôll arrive at the baggage claim area.  

 

 
 

 

 

2. Baggage claim is on the arrival level, and we need to move to the departure level (1 level 

above the arrival level) to exit the terminal building.ô

4. Go out through the door between Entry C21 and Entry C19, and you will see a crosswalk 

looking like below. Follow the óWalkway to additional parkingô sign and get into the parking 

lot.
